Houston Welcomes Refugees’ mission is to help ease the resettlement process for refugees coming to Houston by mobilizing invested, caring volunteers and

fostering hope amidst crisis. Visit the HWR website to learn more.
Ongoing ways to serve:

* Welcome Kits are in-kind donations of household goods designed to furnish every room in a refugee family’s new home. Volunteers can donate Welcome Kits,
serve at our weekly Collection Drives, and/or host their own collection drive - we can share a toolkit! Commitment: Varies, but generally 2 hours or less.

* Move-In Teams prepare the refugee’s apartment for arrival by unpacking Welcome Kits, providing groceries and a hot meal for the family, and praying over
the apartment. Volunteers are invited to serve on Move-In Teams as arrivals are received throughout the month! Commitment: 2 to 4 hours.

* Welcome Teams partner with a refugee family new to Houston for their first six months, connecting them with resources and honoring them with the gift of
friendship. HWR provides in-depth training for teams and an experienced volunteer as a team mentor. Teams are deployed throughout the month as new

families arrive. Commitment: 4 to 6 months.
